Today | am sending
you with My mercy to the people of the whole
world. | do not want to punish aching mankind,
but | desire to heal it, pressing to My Merciful
Heart.” (1588)

“The two rays denote Blood and Water. The
pale ray stands for the Water which makes
souls righteous. The red ray stands for the
Blood which if the life of souls. These two rays
issued forth from the wrath of My tender mercy
when My agonized Heart was opened by a
lance on the Cross.” (299)

“The flames of mercy are burning me. | desire
to pour them out upon human souls. Oh, what
pain they cause Me when they do not want to
accept them! Tell aching mankind to snuggle
close to My merciful Heart, and | will fill it with
peace.” (1074)

Holy Communion

‘| desire to unite Myself with human souls.
When | come to a human heart in Holy
Communion, My hands are full of all kinds of
graces which | want to give to the soul. But
souls do not even pay any attention to Me; they
leave Me to Myself and busy themselves with
other things. Oh, how sad | am that souls do not
recognize Love!” (1385)

“Oh, how painful it is to Me that souls so seldom
unite themselves to Me in Holy Communion. |
wait for souls, and they are indifferent toward
Me. | love them tenderly and sincerely, and they
distrust Me. | want to lavish My graces to them,
and they do not want to accept them. They treat
Me as a dead object, whereas My Heart is full
of love and mercy.” (1477)

“See, | have left My heavenly throne to become
united with you. What you see is just a tiny part

and already your souls swoons with love. How
amazed will your heart be when you see Me in
all My glory.” “But | want to tell you that eternal
life must begin already here on earth through
Holy Communion. Each Holy Communion
makes you more capable of communion with

God throughout eternity.” (1810-1811)

For the sake of His sorrowful Passion, have
mercy on us and on the whole world.

Conclude with: Holy God, Holy Mighty One,
Holy Immortal One, have mercy on us and
on the whole world. (repeat three times)
